The scholarship is available to any high school senior planning to enter a four year college or university with intent to major in Dairy/Animal Science with a Communications emphasis or Agricultural Journalism with a Dairy/Animal Science emphasis.  Applicant must be a U.S. citizen.  From the applications received, an anonymous selection committee appointed by the National Dairy Shrine President will determine four (4) finalists.  The finalists will be asked to submit a CD or DVD responding to specific questions about the dairy industry.  
The first half of the scholarship will be presented at the National Dairy Shrine awards banquet with the second half being awarded after successful completion of the freshman year.  Recipients will be asked to submit their most recent grade transcript and proof of enrollment in the first term of their sophomore year.

The top two (2) winners will be recognized at the National Dairy Shrine Awards Banquet.
