	 One of the most invigorating parts of the 
board meeting in Madison discussed the need 
to get NDS involved in social media.  Thanks

students as new members.  
For over 10 years Dairy 
Farmers of America has 
sponsored National Dairy 
Shrine memberships for 
contestants in the National 
Intercollegiate Dairy Cat-
tle Judging Contest.

	 But after these students receive their mem-
bership plaque, pin and welcome letter, what 
happens next?   Hopefully they all graduate, 
but soon after becoming members they most 
certainly have a change in both their mail-
ing address and email address.   Unless they 
make a concerted effort to notify National 
Dairy Shrine of their new contact informa-
tion, communication with them is lost, and 
the prospects to keep them involved in the 
organization dim.
	 When the board meeting turned to discus-
sion of this issue, the younger generation of 
board members volunteered that while these 
college students may head off in a hundred 
different directions, odds are that virtually all 
of them are part of the Facebook community, 
and they will continue that affiliation.   By 
creating and maintaining a dynamic presence 
on Facebook, Dairy Shrine stands an excel-

lent chance to maintain contact with not only 
students that participate in national competi-
tions, but also all students involved in colle-
giate dairy programs.  National Dairy Shrine’s 
$40,000 in annual scholarships and listing of 
dairy industry internships should be enticing 
to many college students involved in dairy.  
	 Even an old codger like me created a Fa-
cebook account, as I found it to be virtually 
the only way to keep up with the activities of 
my nieces and nephew.  As president I plan to 
appoint a committee from the younger gen-
eration to make recommendations on how 
National Dairy Shrine can best create and 
leverage its Facebook presence.  
	 National Dairy Shrine must explore the 
options to make an important part of its his-
tory available via the Internet.  National Dairy 
Shrine has nearly 200 recorded interviews 
completed with leaders from all areas of the 
industry.  Currently those interviews can only 
be viewed at the NDS museum.   It’s time to let 
those lights shine to the world.  In this era of 
advanced multimedia compatibility with the 
World Wide Web, surely we can find a way to 
make those interviews available through the 
NDS web site, a NDS You Tube channel or 
other avenue.  The experiences, wisdom and 
stories from this group of the industry’s best 
can provide guidance and inspiration to both 
folks already well into the careers and those 
just beginning.   I’m confident we have the 
expertise among our National Dairy Shrine 
members to make this happen as well.
	 In closing, I’m both humbled and honored 
to be serving as National Dairy Shrine presi-
dent for the coming year.  I hope that when 
President-Elect Dale Olver writes his inau-
gural message next year at this time, he can 
reflect on the positive impact National Dairy 
Shrine received from developing a social 	
media presence.
